» USGA Amateur Qualifier at Whitetail Club — Whitetail Club is among the gualifying courses
for the United States Golf Association’s national championship. The event, a U.5. Mid-Amateur
Championship qualifier, is slated for Aug. 2.

» Classic Boat Show — The Payette Lakes Chapter of the Antique & Classic Boat Society is
holding its fifth annual boat show Aug. 13-15 at Shore Lodge Marina. The event includes a boat
parade, dinner banguet and live and silent auctions on Saturday.
